A f t e r the manne r i n w h i c h the B o s ­
t o n C o l l e g e Eag le t s swooped d o w n 
u p o n H e n d r i c k e n F i e l d last F r i d a y to 
c o m m i t one of the finest per formances 
of m a y h e m ever wi tnessed i n these 
parts, it is v e r y apparent that the pres­
ent y e a r l i n g e l even w i l l not taste the 
f ru i t s of v i c t o r y . F o r some u n k n o w n 
reason the F r i a r l e t s are unde r the 
false impress ion they are foo tba l l p l a y -
ers w h i l e we doubt v e r y m u c h that 
they w o u l d m a k e even good m a r b l e 
p laye r s . T h e y appeared l i k e so m a n y 
ins ign i f ican t p ieces of s l i p p e r y weeds 
that succeeded i n f o r c i n g the Eag le t 
p i g s k i n ca r r i eds to t e m p o r a r i l y lost 
t h e i r foo t ing n o w a n d then. It was pos­
i t i v e l y one of the most l a ch rymose af­
fa i r s we e v e r wi tnessed. 

W e do not e n v y D a v e C o u h i g a n d 
R a y B e l l i v e a u , f reshmen mentors . I n 
fact, w e s y m p a t h i z e w i t h t hem. T h e 
present F r o s h team is one of the wors t 
foo tba l l e levens we h a v e ever seen. It 
leaves the spectators w i t h the impres ­
sion that the lads have neve r seen 
a foo tba l l . Tha t ' s jus t h o w t e r r i b l e 
t hey have looked . W e m a i n t a i n they 
are g rea t ly i n f e r i o r to a b u n c h of 
schoolboy ' s m a k i n g t h e i r g r i d i r o n de­
but . 

W e ' v e wa tched t h e m prac t i ce a n d 
w e can assure y o u that it isn ' t the 
coach ing . D a y i n a n d day out, C o u h i g 
a n d B e l l i v e a u have s h o w n t h e m h o w 
to tack le , b lock , and rush . T h e y ' v e 
done the i r utmost to teach t h e m the 
fundamenta l s p lus a few s i m p l e p l a y s 
a n d the p roper defences a n d offences 
to e m p l o y against the i r va r ious op­
ponents . T h e coaches have even 
s c r i m m a g e d w i t h t h e i r charges to show 
t h e m h o w to p l a y foo tba l l . That ' s 

w h y C o u h i g was go ing a r o u n d w i t h 
his a r m i n a s l i ng . H e was so desper-
ate tha t he d i d n ' t even bother to don 
a p a i r of shou lde r pads. 

B u t C o u h i g a n d B e l l i v e a u are jus t 
was t i ng the i r v a l u a b l e t i m e for the 
p laye r s haven ' t got the m e n t a l i t y nec-
essary to absorb a l i t t l e foo tba l l 
k n o w l e d g e . E i t h e r they do not wan t 
to p l a y foo tba l l , o r they haven ' t got 
any in te s t ina l for t i tude . A n d w e be­
l i eve it is the la t ter . 

W i t h the e x c e p t i o n of perhaps t w o 
or three p layers , we f a i l to d i sce rn any 
w h o have even the s l ightest semblance 
of foo tba l l p l aye r s . A s we see i t . 
there is o n l y one t h i n g to do. C a n c e l 
the r e m a i n i n g t w o games a n d let them 
prac t i ce w i t h the v a r s i t y . N o t that i t 
w o u l d do them any good, but it w o u l d 
c e r t a i n l y save P r o v i d e n c e C o l l e g e a 
great deal of h u m i l i a t i o n . 

G L O O M Y F U T U R E 
The foo tba l l future at P r o v i d e n c e 

C o l l e g e is v e r y g l o o m y a n d dishear t ­
en ing . W i t h the m a t e r i a l c o m i n g u p 
f rom the F r e s h m a n team plus the loss 
of p l aye r s t h r o u g h gradua t ion , P r o v ­
idence appears des t ined to grope i n 
the foo tba l l d o l d r u m s for the nex t few 
years at least. 

I w o n d e r how Joe M c G e e feels about 
the d r u b b i n g s the yea r l i ngs are tak­
ing? Moge , V i t u l l o , S p i n n l e r , C a p ­
ta in P o l a k . Snyder , Banahan , P l o s k i , 
M i n i c u c c i , E i c h n e r . a n d R y a n are S e n ­
iors. M c G e e c e r t a i n l y w i l l not be able 
to replace these p laye r s w i t h the m a ­
te r i a l he now has on hand . 

So, y o u can r e a d i l y see that M c G e e 
and his assistants.
